- What is the most common of each quality? What is the rarest? What is the
variation (biggest number minus smallest number)? Do these vary between
grades?

- Based on what you've done, try to predict what will be the most
common/rarest hair colour (or eye colour, etc.) in a different class. Then get
that class to form a human histogram and see if you were right.
